Many people believe this was the earliest written
book of the New Testament around 50 AD.

The author identifies himself as James in James
1:1 There are several men named James
mentioned in the New Testament. Two were
apostles: James son of Zebedee (martyred by
Herod Acts 12:1-2) and James son of Alphaeus
(Matthew 10:2-4). James the Lord’s brother
(Matthew 13:54-55, Acts 1:14, Galatians 1:19.
Written to the Christian Jews outside of Israel
(James 1:1, James 2:1). The focus of James is on
the practical aspects of Christianity. Many simple,
direct statements on how we should live our lives.
In 108 verses, there are 54 imperatives
(commands).
